SECTION II GETTING READY TO SEW

Connecting Machine to Power Supply

Before connecting the power cord, make sure the voltage
and frequency shown on the machine conform to your
electrical power.

For Use of the Foot Control:

* Turn off the power switch, and insert the foot
control plug 1 and the machine plug {2) into the
machine and the power supply plug (3) into the
wall, in this order.
