SWEDISH MASSAGE UNIT

Thae Kirby Swaedish Massage unit puts magic in your Tingertips. It
provides the contralled, rotating, patting movaemaents which enable
you to give a gentle, pleasant, and soothing Swedish-lype massage.

To use the Massage Unit, simply remove the chuck from the Flex-
ible Shaft, and turn on the metal occentric welght part included
in the Handi:Butler box, Snap the plastic cover over the eccentric
Wﬂ|Bht hjl' prassing the open end on 1o the Flaxible Shaft handle,
Your Masssge Unit ia now ready for use.

Hold tha Flexible Shaft handle in the normal pasition in your right
or left hand with the thumb and forefingers next to the large end
af the handle. Curl the thumb around the handle, but leave the
tingers free to contact the surfoce to be massaged,

Whan yau turn on the Kirby motar unit, you'll feal & viﬂurﬂus, but
gentle vibration through your fingers. As with all massage units,
the vibration is te be transmitted anly through the fingers, Using
it in this manner, you control the action to a pleasant and soothing
degree, Take your time. Do not dig in with the fingers.

You'll find the Kirby Massage Unit much easler to use than other
devices, since it Is not necessary to support the weight of the
motar whan using It

Massage can be applied in a wide variety of wiays, some of which
are a8 follows:

HANDI-BUTLER

THE ASSEMBLY OF WORK WHEELS

The grinding wheel, wire brush, and buifing whoeals
may be attached lo eithor the Handi-Butler itsalf, or
the flexible shaft. The sanding disk and lambswoal pad
will attach te the flexible shaft enly. To attach to the
Handi-Butlar, grasp the whael by the finger grip and
insort the wheel shaft into the drive shaft opening.
Tha magnatic eluteh will hold the wheel firmly In place.
To remove, grasp the wheel by the finger grip and pull
firmly away from the drive shaft. To attach ta the flax-
Ible shaft, insert the whesl shaft into the drill chuck
and tighten, It is not necessary to use pliers or a
wranch when tightening or leosening the chuck. Sim-
ply prizss the small shaft loeking button inta ona of the
slots In the flexible shaft handle face plate, This holds
the shaft, while tightening or loosening tho chuck, as
a wrench would, The drawings on the right show typi-
cal assemblios, and in the cose of the wark whaels, the
same sequenca is Tollowed with aagh,

ATTACHMENT OF FLEXIBLE SHAFT

To attach the flexible shaft, grasp the knuried collar
of the bayonet connection and insert the core wire inte
the small hole at the rear of the Handi-Butler hausing.
Align the slots in the collar with the pins on the hous-
ing and with a firm forward pressure, twist ta the right,
When released the connection will lock firmly in place.

A slight rotation of the Handi-Butler diive shalt may be
noeded to parmit the core wire to engage with the drive shaft,
Cautlon shauld be taken to be sure the hand grip of the shaft
I8 hald in the hand whenever the power is on.

POLISHING AND BUFFING

The lambswaol polishing pad is atratched over the rubber
disk and fastened by drawing the strings tight and tying, Be
sure to tuck the loose ends under the edge of the pad. This
pad is ideal for polishing waxed surfaces such as your tabla
1ops, shoes, and autamabile.

Your bulfing whesls can help you restors the luster ta your
silverware or other decorative metal objects around your
homa, The shesting buffing wheal Is usod with the red
pelishing compound Mo, 1 to polish brass, copper, or similar
matals. The flannel buffing wheel iz used with the light
colored polishing compound Ne. 2 to pollsh precious matals
sueh as gald or siiver, The polishing compounds are applied
by holding the stick against the rotating whenl,

HANDI-SHARPENER

Your Handi-Sharpener is assembled and ready to use when
you recaive it. 11 it becomes necessary to replace the knife
sharpaning wheel, simply unscrew it fram the grinding wheel,
Replaceament wheels can be obtained from vour Kirby dealer,
The prefarred method of sharpening a knife |5 as fallows:
Remaove the plastic wheel guard, rotate 180¢ and replace.
The rim of the piastic whaal guard will cover the large grind.
ing wheel and climinate the possibility of accidantal contact,
Hold the knife ta be sharpensd in your right hand, using the
laft hand to assist in steadying the knife handie. Insert the
knife Blade at the handle end into the top slot and gulde it
back and forth, kegeping the odge of the blade agninst the
grinding wheel, Now sharpen the other alde of the knife by
inserting the blade into the bottom siot and repeating the
aperation,

ATTACHMENT OF SANI EM-TOR

STEP 1: ©On the inslde of the Sani Em-Tor collar you will notice three curved
slpts. These should be lined up with the pins an the neck of the motor unit.

STEP 2:  Slide tha collar Tirmly over tha neck and twist downward, The unit
will Iock firmly in place. (See figure 6.}

When the unit |s new, the rubber gasket inside the collar of the Sani Em-Tor
will be stiff and offer some resistance. This ghsket is necessary to give you
an air-tight seal.
