THE SPRAY GUN

Assembla the Floor Parlable or Shoulder Portable Unit as Instructed on pages 22 and 23,
axcepl that the Flexible Hose is connected 1o the blower outlet or neck of the matar unit
in place of the Sani Em-Tor. See page 20 regarding attaching hose to “blawer outlat.”
Note when Kirby 18 used as a "blower,” It 15 necessary to aitach the Crystalator to tha front
of the Kirby motar. The Spray Gun is attachad Lo the hosa with a firm twisl.

Whaon using a paint inlendad for use with a brush, It must ba thinned lor spray application.
