Belt lifters are found on the Rug Mozzle, Power Polisher, Rug Ranuvatqr
and Handi-Butler. The operation of the belt lifter on the Rug Mozzle and
Power Polisher are identical. The belt lifter on the Handi-Butler differs in
appearance only (see figure 2,) and is explained in pages 12 and 13, The

11

belt lifter on the Rug Renavator operates the same as the belt lifter on the
Rug Mozzle, except that it looks like the belt lifter on the Handi-Butler and
is “off" when turned to the lower right and “on'" when turned to the lower
left when viewed from the Front.

The Kirby belt lifter makes it easy for you to change units. The belt trans-
mits power from the moter to the Kirby unit. To change units, the belt
must be removed from tha belt drive shaft and replaced with the belt of
another unit. The belt lifter does this for you.

On the front of the Rug Mozzle and the Power Polisher you will find the

Kirby Dual Sanitronic name plate. At the top of this name plate is a lever
arm which is used in rotaling the plate.

As the first step in lifting the belt for attachment, turn the name plate so
the lever arm is upright. (See Figure 4). Then look through the round
opening at the back of the nozzle and make certain that the belt is stand-
ing upright in the center of the brush. Also check the position of the belt
on the brush roll by looking at the bottom of the nozzle. It should be in
the center, Then turn the name plate counter-clockwise until it stops in

position as illustrated in Figure 3. This is the "OFF" position. When the
belt iz new, it will take a firm pressure to complete the turn. In turning the
Balt Lifter to the "OFF" position you automatically pick up the belt on the
metal finger and lift it so the Belt Drive Shaft can pass through the loop.
{See Figure 1). Your nozzlz Is now ready for attachment to the motor unit
{see page 16). Once it is attached turn the name plate clockwise so the
lever arm is again upright This is the "'ON"" position and the belt will be
properly in place on the Belt Drive Shaft,




This exclusive Kirby feature enables you to positively adjust the
rug cleaning nozzle to the proper height for efficient cleaning of
all floor coverings.

If the nozzle were set too high, there would be no cleaning actlon,
If it were set too low, the cleaning action would be impaired and
the machine would be hard to push.

To adjust the Kirby Rug Nozzle properly for your rug, simply de-
press the large lever (sea "B" In lllustration) with vour toe as
far as It will go. This raises the nozzle to the maximum haight and
the pointer will indicate No. 7 on the adjustment scale,

Mew turn on the motor and depress button “'A' with your toe.
Each time you depress this button the nozzle will lower one noteh.
Continue to depress this button one notch at a time until you
notica a change in sound of your Kirby, This indicates that the noz-
zle is at the correct level for the thorough cleaning of your carpet.

If the suction s broken with normal movement of the machine,
lawer the nozzle one more notch.

This same adjustment mechanism is used when operating the
Hand Portable or the Power Polisher.

This latch permits the lang handle to swing in an are to a

point where additional downward pressure raises the Rug
I¢ Nozzle up and over the edge of rugs, electric cords and
other abstructions. This action is accomplished by sliding
the Tilt Latch button toward the motor switch side of the
machine as far as it will go.

When it is necessary to push the Kirby under low furniture,
the handle can be brought to a horizontal position simply
by sliding the Tilt Latch bulton to the extreme opposite
position — toward the bag or Sani Em-Tor,

HANDLE LOCK

To lock the handle in the horizontal position for the cleaning
of stair treads, etc,, simply push the Tilt Latch button towards
the switch side of the machine while the handle is in the
horizental position, It may be necessary to maintain prassure
on the button as you gradually raise the handle,

MOTOR SWITCH

ATTACHING THE SANI EM-TOR

The Sani Em-Tor is attached to the
neck of the Motar Unit with a simple
twist., Detailed instructions can be
found on page 17, Befare putting unit
into oparation, ba sure plastic bottom
is locked securely in place.

The Sani Em-Tor, with the patented Sani-Pocket, is
an exclusive Kirby device which enables you te
emply the bag right in your home without muss,
fuss or expense,

The Sani Em.Tor should be emptied after each
thorough cleaning. If dirt is allowed to accumulate
in the filter bag, the cleaning efficiency of your
Kirby will be reduced. It is just good housekesping
to keep the Sani Em-Tor and filter bag empty.

HOW TO USE THE

Rug Penovator

Before shampooing rugs or carpating using the rug ranovator, it is most
impartant that the entire area to be renovated be thoroughly vacuumed
using tha Kirby Upright.

Remove the rug nozzle and Sanl Em-Tor and bag from the Kirby. The
renovator tray attachos to the nozzle assembly (figure 1) by sliding the
renovator tray into the slots at each end of the nozzle assembly. Turn
tha belt lifter to the “off” pasition and attach the renovator nozzle to
the front of the Kirby motor unit the same way you attached the rug
nozzle, (Sea Upright assembly instructions pngm)ig,)

Attach the renovator tank to the neck of the Kirby, as you did the
Sani Em-Tor, making sure the sponge:like filter is in place. (See attach-
ment of Sani Em-Tor page 17.)

Insert end of hose with grommet fitting, into the hole in the center of
the renovator tray. Slip the ether end of the hose over the tank
discharge,

Fill the tank with warm water to “fill line’" {1 qt.) and add 2 oz, of Kirby
Instant Suds, using the 2 oz, measure furnished, or eight caps full of
Kirby Instant Suds, using the bottle cap of the Instant Suds as a measure.

To adjust the rug renovater to the proper huight far shampeslng your
rug or corpeting, depress the large lever “B" (illustration page 9) of
your toe touch control as far as It will go, This ralses the lever to the
maximum height and the pointer will indicate No. 7 on the adjustment
scale. Lower the rug renovator a step at a time by depressing lover

Remove the tank from the neck of
the Kirby motor unit, then remove the air filter and slip the Suds-O-
Screen off of the tank. Rinse the sponge filter and Suds-0-Sereen
under running water. Remove the tray and nozzle assembly fram the
motar unit, Release the belts from the belt liftar and remove the
renovator nozzle from the tray, Rinse the tray under a water faucet ta
remave the dirty suds and lint, being careful not to saturate the brush.
Opan the hinged shell and remave the dirt and lint. Shake any excessive
water from the brush before re-using or storing the unit,

When storing the rug renavator, be sure the belt is not left up on the
belt lifter haok, Leaving the belt on the belt lifter hook will cause the
belt to stretch and render it useless,

Mix Kirby Instant Suds as directed on bottle, and fill jar about three-
fourths full. Adjust gun to a very fina spray. A volume of vary dry
suds will then be produced. Suds can be spread directly on surface
to be cleaned or gathered in & basin.

The suds should be worked into the surface with a brush or sponge
until they disappear. Allow a few minutas for surface to dry thoroughly
and vacuum with appropriate nozzle to remove the dry frath which
now contains the grime and dirt.

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FILLING THE CRYSTALATOR

Pull the cap off the Sirocco body of the Crystalator. Pour in
Paradichlorobenzine Crystals (moth crystals) until Crystalator |s
about half full when held in a horizontal position.

Assemble the Crystalator Unit as described above and, without
attaching the hose, place the unit on the floor of your closet,
Turn the Crystalator cap to the ''Gas' position, turn on the
motor, and close the door, It is advisable to seal the crack at
the floor with a throw rug. Allow the motor to run for from 5 to
15 minutes, depending en the size of the closet.

If Crystals are damp they will tend to cling together and stop
the action of the Crystalator. If this happens, just place your
hand over the holes in the top of the Crystalator body for a
sacond while the motor is running, This will loosen the crystals
and start them flowing into the fan chamber where they ara
exploded into a moth-killing gas.
