Your Generation 3 is equipped with Tech-
Drive Power Assist, In order to push vour
Generation 3 with the motor OFF, Tech-

Drive Pedal (11) must be turned OFF (dis-
engaged),

Turn TechDrive OFF by pushing down on
the white *N" SIDE (marked "N" for
Meutral) of the TechDrive Power Asaist
N/D Pedal. {See Page 8 for additional in-
formation.)

CARRYING YOUR GENERATION 3

Note: The Carrying Grip (18} is designed
for convenience in carrying your Genera-
tion 3.

HANDLE TILT LATCH

The Handle Tilt Lateh (10) serves two
purposes:

1) To allow you to lift the front of the Kirby
over door thresholds or throw rugs. To do
g0, pull the Handle Tilt Latch back. By
doing this, the handle will only lower part
way. Thia allows you to push down on the
locked handle and lift the fronl of the
Kirby.

2) To allow you to store your Kirhy in a
vertical position.

To do this, lower the handle to a horizon-
tal position near the floor. While pushing
the handle down, pull the Handle Tilt
Latch (10) back toward the rear of the
Kirby, You can now stand the Kirby up
onto its bumper and lean it againat a wall
for atorage.

This horizontal position may also be use-
ful in earrying the Kirby. To lift the Kirby,
use the Carrying Grip (18).




THE TOE-TOUCH CONTROL

The Tae-Touch Control (8,9), located over
the front wheel, raises and lowera the
front of your Kirby.

Step down on the botlom Toe-Touch Con-
ml Pedal (9) to raise the front (see page

Then, each time you press on the Toe-
Touch Control Upper Pedal (B), you will
lower the front one noteh,

The number of bars showing above the
Toe-Touch Control provide an indication
of height.



TechDrive

Your new Generalion 3 is equipped with
TechDrive Power Assist. This innovative
power assist feature eliminates most of
the effort requived to move your Kirhy
back and forth.

TURNING TechDrive ON (Drive)

To engage TechDrive and put the Kirby in
the Power Assist mode, push down the
green "1 SIDE (marlked “D" for Drive) of
the TechDrive N/D Pedal (12) located just
below the power awiteh.

You may use your Generation 3 without
TechDrive Power Assist if desired, Simply
put TechDrive in Neutral (see next para-

graphl.

TURNING TechDrive OFF (Neutral)

To move your Kirby with the motor OFF,
or to vacuum without Power Asaist, Tech-
Drive must be put in Neutral.

Ta place TechDrive in Neutral, push down
the white “N" SIDE (marked “N” for
Neutral) of the TechDrive Power Assist
M/D Pedal (11),




INSTALLING/CHANGING
DISPOSABLE FILTER BAGS

A Disposable Filter Bag must be installed

re you begin vacuuming,

To install a Disposable Filter Bag,

unzip the Cloth Outer Bag (1) and pull
oul the Disposable Filter Bag along with
the Top Adapter (6), »

2 When neceasary, remove the uased Dis-
posable Filter Bag.

NOTE: Always replace the Disposable Fil-
ter Bag when dirt reaches the “FULL" line
on the bag. Failure to do so will affect
performance.

Hold the Top Adapter (5] steady while you
turn the Disposable Filter Bag's
cardboard plate to the left (counter-clock-
wise), When the lock tabs on the Top
Adapter align with the slots in the
ca plate, gently pull the bag off. »

3 To inatall & new filter bag, align the
lock tabs on the Top Adapter with the
alots in the mstrm[bnum».m:{l plate on tho Dis-
posable Filter Bag. Then push the adapter
into bag opening. Rotate the adapter to
'E;hn right {clockwise) to secure the filter
ng. »=




BAG SUPPORT STRAP

4 Check to make sure the Bag Support

Btrapi4)is connected to the Top Adapt-
er(6), The Bag Support Strap provides the
suppart required for proper operation of
the Disposable Filter Bag.

If it ia not connected, thread the strap
through the small hole of the Top Adapter.
Then place the hola in the strap over the
stud on the Top Adapter.

Finally, insert the adapter and new filter
bag into the Outer Cloth Bag and close the
zipper. U

EMPTYING THE MINI EM-TOR

The Mini Em-Tor (8) ie designed to collect
large, heavy particles which can be
emptied by removing the Mini Em-Tor.

1 To remove, grasp the Mini Em-Tor in

the handhold provided and rotate it
nway from the body of the Kirby as far ns
it will go, then lift it off.

The top of the bag ia released from the
handle by pressing the Bag Release But-
ton (2). After removing the Mini Em-Tor
and the entire Bag Assembly, position the
front opening of the Mini Em-Tor over a
newspaper and shake il to remove the
particlea. »

Taoreplace the Mini Em-Tor, line up the
raiged indicator arrow of the Mini Em-
Toar with the indicator arrow on the Air
Exhaust Port (19), Rotate the Mini Em-
Tor toward the Kirby nnd loclk it in place,

Finally, re-attach the entire Bag Assemb-
ly by inserting the tab (2) at the top of the
bag into the Slot under the Bag Release
Button. L




THE BELT LIFTER

The Belt Lifter (20) on your Generation 3
ig used for two purposes:

1) To engage or disunfngu the Brush Roll.
When the Brush Roll is disengaged, the
Kirliy ean be used as a straight suection
cleaner (Page 16), and ;

2) To allow removal of the Power Nozzle
when converting your Kirby for use with
various attachments and optional acces-
BOTIEH,

To avoid damaging the belt, turn the
Kirby OFF before uasing the Beli Lifter,

USING THE BELT LIFTER

1 To use the Belt Lifter you must firsi
raise the Headlight FHood (21),

2 Turn the Belt Lifter fully to the left
{counter-clockwisa) until it stopa and

the red arrows line up. This stretches the

xltﬁ.md pulls it away from the motor
aft.

If you are using your Kirby as a straight
suction clenner, simply lower the Head-
light Hood. The Brush Roll is now dis-
engaged and will not rotate when the
power awitch is turned ON. >

To reengage the Bolt so the Brush Rall

Your Kirby is equipped with a Brush Roll
Indicator Light (7], located on the top left
gide of the Power Nozzle. The purpose of
this light is to show vou visually if the
Brush Rell is rotating properly.

If the Brush Roll Indieator Light con-
tinuously flickera or does not come on
when using the Power Nozzle, this indi-
cates the Brush Boll Belt ia not working
properly. Either the Belt is not engaged or
may need to be replaced.

For diacussion of the Belt Lifter, see Page
11. To replace the Brush Roll Beli, see

PROPER POWER NOZZLE HEIGHT

When using the Power Nozzle, itis im or
tant to adjust the height &mperly
will result in the best posaible r.‘.laamng

The nozzle should be lowered with the
metor running until you hear the brush
contact the carpet. While it may seem that
lowering the nozzle farther would in-
crense cleaning, it actually does not.

The amount of air-flow into the Kirby
determines the amount of cleaning. While
lower positions may increase the beating
action of the Brush Holl, they will also
restrict air movement and reduce cleaning
effectivencss. (See “The Upright Cleaner”
on Page 14 for further information. )

Before you begin vacuuming, it's impor-

tant to have the Power Nozzle (26) ad-

justed to the proper height setting, This

gives you the most efficient cleaning ac-

tion. Lowering the Power Nozzle too far

ﬁﬂrwunt.n proper cleaning and shortens
1t lifie,

The proper height setting can be achieved
hy doing the following:

1 Before you turn the Generation 3 ON,

raise the Power Nozzle by pushing the
Toe-Touch Control bottom pedal (9) all the
way down (see Page 7 for additional
dotaila). >

STRAIGHT SUCTION CLEANER

Straight Suction Clesning allows you to
vacuum delicate carpets without use of
the Brush Roll,

NOTE: When using Straight Suction
Cleaning without the Hard Floor Pad,
gither on carpetls or bare floors, lower the
nozzle as close ns possible to the floor
without seraping it.

1 With the Kirby turned OFF, raise the
Headlight Hood (21), »

2 Turn the Belt Lifter (20) all the way to
the left (counter-clockwise) until the

ved arrows line up (see Page 11).
Then lower the Headlight Hood,

The Brush Roll is now disengaged and
your Kirby will operate as a Straight Suc-

THE HARD FLOOR PAD

By attaching the optional Hard Floor Pad
to your Kirby, you may duat bare floors.
While the Kirby is turned OFF, raise the
Power Nozzle ns far as it will go by press-
ing the bottom Tee-Touch Control Pedal
(9), Attach the Hard Floor Pad onto the
nozzle opening using the apring clips on
the plate. Then lower the Power Nozzle by
presging the top Toe-Touch Control Pedal
(8) one noteh at a time until the bristles
touch the floor.

Note: The Hard Floor Pad should only be
used when the Kirby is in the Straight
Suction Cleaner mode. When using the
Hard Floor Pad, lower the nozzle until the
bristles touch the bare floor,




PORTABLE CLEANER SET-UP

Besides a remarkable Upright Cleaner,
the Generation 3 can easily be converted
inta a portable cleaner for mattresses and
carpeted stairs..

1 To convert your Generation 3 to a Port-
able Cleaner, make sure the Kirby is
turned OFF.

Then release the Outer Cloth Bag Top
from the Bag Support (16) by pressing the
Bag Release Button (2) and sliding the bag
top off, >

2 With the handle in the vertieal posi-

tion, remove the Upright Handle (17)
from the Kirby by ﬁnhi the Handle
Release Button (14), located at the base of
the handle, straight up and pulling the
handle out of the slot.

3 Insert the Portable Handle (16) into
the slot where the Upright Handle was

connected,

Push the Portable Handle (15) into the

alot until it anaps into place, »




PORTABLE CLEANER SET-UP {cont)

Bend the Filter Bag (1) in half and

insert the Bag Latch Tab (2) into the
slot on the Portable Handle until it snaps
into place.

You are now ready for portable power
cleaning. O

CARPETED STAIRS
Rall the eleaner back and forth so that the

Brush Roll sweeps the carpeting and
loosens the dirt.

MATTRESS CLEANING

Cleaning soft mattress surfaces 15 done
the same as carpeled surlncos, pxeept that
you may want to disengage the Brush
Rall. (If your matiress has tufted buttons
on the surface, the Brush Roll eould pull
them looee.)

Por atraight suction cleaning, raise the
Headlight Hood (21) and turn the Belt
Lifter (20] all the way to the left (counter-
clockwize) until the red arrows line up.
This will stop the Brush Roll from turning,

Then lower the Headlight Hood.

INSTALLING THE ATTACHMENT
HOSE

When using different cleaning attach-
ments, the Attachment Hose is connected
to the front of the cleaner in place of the
Power MNozzle.

NOTE: When connecting the Attach-
ment Hose, yvou may choose between the
Upright Handle or the Portable Handle
(soe column & on Page 17).

1 To install the Attachment Hose, you

musl first remove the Power Nozzle To
do g0, turn the power OFF, place Tech-
Drive Power Assist (11) in Neutral (see
Page #}, unplug the Kirby from the wall
outlet and press the Toe-Touch Contral
bottom pedal (8) all the way down until
nozzle is fully raised. >

2 Raise the Headlight Hood (21 ) and turn

the Belt Lifter (20) all the way to the
laft (counter-clockwise) until it stops and
the red arrows line up.

Unlock the Power Nozzle by turning

the Accossory Lock (22) all the way to
the left (counter-clockwise). The Power
Nozzle should tip forward when it is
released, Lift the nozzle away from the

With the Attachment Hose in place, the
Kirby will automatically adjust to high
apeed for hose operation.

NOTE: If the Kirby will not run when the
power switch is ON, see Page 57, column
2, item 4.

INSTALLING ATTACHMENTS ON
THE ATTACHMENT HOSE

To attach tools to the hose, push lightly
while twisting the smaller end of the hose
into the tool.

EXTENSION TUBES

One or two Extension Tubes can be
attached to the end of the hose to extend
vour reach and efficiently use various
attachmenta.

SURFACE NOZZLE
The Surface Nozzle may be used on bare

Noars or for surface eleaning corpets nnd
under low furniture,

Rubber wheels on the nozzle allow it o
glide silently on the surface of hard floors
without seratching and vacuum with max-
imum power.

DUSTER BRUSH

The Duster Brush may be connected to the
Attachment Hose or the Extension Tubes
to remove dust from any surface,

including eontoured or irregular surfaces,
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UPHOLSTERY NOZZLE

The Upheolstery Nozzle is used for
cleaning upholstered furniture, carpeted
stops and clothing.

CREVICE TOOL WITH REMOVABLE
BRUSH

Without the removable brush, the Crevies
Taol can be used for cleaning eracks,
crevices, corners, grooves and narrow
openings.

Inastall the removable brush in the end of
the Crevice Tool to remove dirt from
corners, button tufts, between radiator
coils and sliding window tracks.

WALL & CEILING BRUSH

Attach the Wall & Ceiling Brush to the
end of an Extension Tube to vacuum
walls, ceilings, drapes and other aurfaces,

NOTE: You may also wish to use the Sue-
tion Control Grip ns shown on Papge 24.



MASSAGE CUP

Used with the Attachment Hose, the Mas-
aage Cup provides an invigorating skin or
acalp massapge.

CONTROLLING AIR FLOW WITH THE
SUCTION CONTROL GRIP

Sometimes when using the attachmaents,
vacuuming drapes for example, you might
wish to control the amount of suction.

The Suetion Control Grip features a valve
to control the amount of suction, 8lide the
control back and forth until the desired
level of suetion is reached,

The Suction Contral Grip can be used by
itself, or with the Attachment Hose or

Extenzion Tubes,

Your Generation 3 may now be used as a
blawer,

By attaching the Inflator/Deflator Tool to
the Attachmeont Hose, you can inflate toys,
air mattresses or any other low-pressure
inflatable item up to 1 p.s.i. (pounde per
aquare inch of air pressure),

To deflate items, connect the Attachment
Huose to the front of the Kirby (see Pages
20-21 for details) and connect the In-
flatov/Deflator Tool to the Attachment
Hose. Then connect the Bag Assembly Lo
the Air Exhaust Port (see Page 10).

You may now use your Kirby to deflate
items,

Note: You can also use this set-up to elean
tight areas such as computer keyboards
and audio/video equipment,



THE PORTABLE SPRAYER

The Portable Sprayer is used only in the
Blower Mode. It is an excellont toal to
apply many dilferent types of water-
hased liquida to any type of surface. The
spray can be adjuated ranging from very
fine to coarse.

Some uses are; applying water-based
waxes to tile floors, deodorizing pet houses
and bedding (u{“lﬂrby Odorific mixed
with water), applying self-mixed window
cleaners, spraying water-based paints or
ataing (otherthan in Canada -see warning
balow) on walls, wood panels and ir
regular shaped objects, The list goes on.

PORTABLE SPRAYER SET-UP

1 Unscrew the jar from the Portable
Sprayer and fill 3/4 full with non-flam-
mahle hquid. >

2 Serew the jar tightly on the Portable

Sprayer and attach the Portable
Sprayer to the énd of the Attachment Hose
in the Blower Mode (see Page 25).

(Make eertain your Kirby is set up as a
Blower Unit. The Attachment Hose
should be connected to the Air Exhaust
Port (19),) O
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USING THE PORTABLE SPRAYER

q Holding the Portable Sprayer horizon-

tally, aim it toward a gheet of
newspaper, Turn the Kirby ON and
squeeze the Portable Sprayer trigger,
apraying your wiater-based paint or non-
flammabla solution onto the newspapor to
check spray pattern.

NOTE: If the Portable Sprayer musi be
tilted during usape, less solution should
be used in the jar. This will help avoid
large droplets in the spray, »

@ With thenozzle pointed away from you,

adjust the spray by turning the Spray
Adjustment Control on the trigger of the
Porlable Sprayer, »

3 Use alow, sweeping motions to spray

the desired area with solution, Always
squeeze the trigger fully to permit maxi-
mum flow. Thiz will give you the best
spriy control, 0



CLEANING THE PORTABLE
SPRAYER

1 Immediately after use, empiy the Port-

able Sprayoer jar and fill it with water,
Spray water until the spray becomeg
clear. Then wash the jar with warm soapy
water. >

2 The Portable Sprayer dip tube should
also be removed and washed. (Make
sure to reinstall it after cleaning.) »

3 The apray opening on the front of the

Sprayeralso pulls out so that theinside
of the Sprayer and the nozzle jet can be
cleaned.

To remove the Nozzle Jet, press on the

two latches on the front of the Nozzle
Jet and pull it out. (The latches must be
aligned with holes on the front of the
Spraver when returning the Nozzle Jet to

the front of the Sprayer.)

PORTABLE SHAMPOOER SET-UP

The Portable Shampooer is used in the
Blower Mode only (see Page 25 for
details). It is designed for fast and easy
cleaning of carpeted stairways and areas
that are difficult to reach with the Carpot
Shampoo System.

1 Tao set up the Portable Shampooer, at-
tach the Portable Shampooer cap to the
end of the Partable Sprayer. »

2 Remove the jar from the Portable

Sprayer and fill the jor about 3/4 full
with Kirby Carpet Shampoo mixture,
{Mix according to the instructions on the
bottle.) USE ONLY KIRBY INSTANT
SUDS for best results, »

3 Screw the jar tightly on the Portable
Sprayer, then attach the Sprayer tothe
Attachment Hose.

(Make certain your Kirby is set up as a
Blower Unit, The Attachment Hose
should be connected to the Aly Exhaust
Port - aee Page 27.)

No grounding
meang is necessnry on a double-inau-
lated J:ﬁpl‘tnnm, nor should & means for
grounding be added to the appliance, A
double-insulated appliance is marked
with the words "DOUBLE-INSU-
LATED". The symbol E (square within
a square) may algo ba marked on the
appliance.

Servicing a double-insulated appliance
requires extreme care and kuowledge
of the system, and should be done only
by gualified serviee personnel. Re-
placement parts for this double-insu-
Iated Kirby Generation 3 model must
be genuine Kirby parts for main-
tenance of safety and protection of war-
ranty,

« WHAT SHOULD I DO IF THE
OR DOES NOT RUN WHEN 1
TURN THE KIRBY ON?

A. Many sorvice calls are unnaces-
gary. Checking a few simple things can
save a lot of cost, time and troubls.
Whenever your Kirby does not perform
Eﬂmpwly. male these checka first

efore calling authorized service per-
sonnel. .
IF THE MOTOR DOES NOT RUN
WHEN THE MOTOR ON-OFF
SWITCH IS PUSHED:

1. Make sure the Power Cord is plugged

into an outlet and that the outlet haa
power, (Check for a blown fuse, tripped
cireuit broaker or power company
trouble.)

2.Make sure the cord plug is fully in-
gerted into the Kirby.

3.Look for breaks in the Power Cord
insulation. If the cord is damaged, get
a new one. DO NOT ATTEMPT TO
REPAIR IT. Use only a genuine Kirby
Power Cord, Do not use standard ex-
tenaion cords,

4.Make sure that an attachment or ac-
cepsory is properly mounted on the
front of the Power Plant. The Kirby
