Your Gd Is equipped with TechDrive Power
Assisl. In order to push your G4 with the
motor OFF, TechDrive Pedal (11) must be
turned OFF (isengaged),

Turn TechDrive OFF by pushing down on the
white “N" SIDE {marked "N" for Neutrul) of
the TechDrive Power Assist N/D Pedal. (See
Page 8 for additional nformation.

HANDLE TILT LATCH

The Handle Tilt Lateh {10} serves two
purposes:

To allow you to it the front of the

Kirby aver door thresholds or throw

rugs. To do so, move the Tilt Luich
Lever w the right 1o the 457 position. By doing
this, the handle will only lower part way. This
allows you (o push down on the locked handle
and lift the front of the Kirby.
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To allow you 1o store your Kirby ina
vertical pasition or carry it.

T do this, lower the hondle 1o a horizonial
position near the floor. While pushing the han-
dle down, move the Tilt Lach Lever 1o the left
to Lhe 907 position 1o loek the handle down.
You can now stund the Kirby up onto its
bumper anel lean it agninst a wall for stormge.

This horizontal position may also be useful in
carrying the Kirby, To lift the Kirby, use the

Your new G4™ is equipped with TechDrive
Fower Assist. This [nnovalive power assist
feature eliminates most of the effort required
to move your Kirby buck and forth,

To engage TechDrive and put the Kirby in the
Power Assist mode, push down the green “D"
SIDE (marked “D" for Drive) of the
TechDrive N/D Pedal (12) located just below
the power switch,

You may use your Gd without TechDrive
Power Assistil desired, Simply put TechDrive
in Neutral {(see next paragraph).

TURNING TechDrive OFF [Neutral]

BRUSH ROLL INDICATOR LIGHT

Your Kirby is equipped with a Brush Roll
Indicator Light (7), located on the top lelt side
of the Power Nozzle. The purpose of this light
is to show you visunlly if the Brush Rell is

rotuting properly.

If the Brush Roll Indicator Light continuously
flickers or does not come on when using the
Power Nozzle, this indicates the Brush Roll
Belt is not working properly. Either the Belt is
nol engaged or may need to be replaced,

When using the Power Nozzle, it is important
to adjust the height properly, This will result in
the best possible eleaning,

The nozzle should be lowered with the motar
running until you hear the brush contact the
carpel. While it may seem that lowering the
nozzle farther would increase cleaning, it hetu-
ally does nal,

The amount of air-flow into the Kirby deter-
mines the amount of cleaning. While lower
positions may increase the beating action of
the Brush Roll, they will also restrict air
movement and reduce cleaning effectiveness,
