Start out with
the Toe-Touch control (30) adjusted to
the full up (number 8) position, Then, by
pressing your toe downward on the upper
part of the Toe-Touch Control, lower the
nozzle one step at a time until you notice a
change in the sound of the power plant.
This indicates that the nozzle is in contact
with the rug and ready to clean. Any
position lower than this will restrict
proper air flow and reduce belt life,

Handle Positions.
When the handle stop lateh (28) is pushed to the left a pin
extends. This pin will stop the handle from being lowered bacl
to the horizontal, It will lock the handle in the horizontal position
for storage, if it is extended with the handle down,

When the pin is out and the handle is upright, pulling
baek on the handle will cause the front of the machine to tilt up
so that it can be moved over obstacles, such as earpet strips or
throw rugs.

Some fabrics will color
blead or water spal, Some delicate
fabrics such as silk, brocade and
velvet cannot be shampooed, Apply a
small patch of suds from the Suds-O-
Gun to an arga which does not show
Let it dry, then brush off the residue
and observe the results before clean-
ing the rest of the labric.

Troubleshooting.
Many service calls are unnecessary.
Checking a few simple things can
save a lot of cost, time and trouble,
Whenever your Kirby does nat per-
form properly, make these checks first
before caling authorized service
personnal.

If the motor does not start
when the motar ON-OFF switch
is pushed:

1. Make sure the power cord is
plugged into an outlet and that the
outlet has power. (Check for blown
fuses, tfripped circuit breaker or
powear company frouble.)
