When the Rug Cleaner Nozzle, Power Polisher,
Suction Coupler or the Handi-Buatler are in place,
ocovering the fan blades, the motor will ran when
the Start Switch is moved into the “ON™ position.

Perhaps the easicst way to tell you about the Belt
Lifter is to say that it is the mechanism designed
to make easy the formverly tough task of placing the
drive belt on the motor shaft. The rotary brush in
the Rug Cleaner Nozzle is driven through this belt.
Before attaching the nozzle to the motor unit, it will
be mecessary to place the belt over the book of the
Beit Lifter. This hook Is an integral part of the
nameplate on the nozzle and cannot be removed.
Huold the nozzie in the left hand with the nameplate
down. Grasp the Belt Lifter nozzle cap "lever™ with
the right kand and barn it to the “ON" posston.
Lok in the round spening on the back of the nozzle.
Then rotate the lever as far as it will go. Make sure
that the loop of the belt is canght by the ook of
the belt lifter. The belt is then in position for the
attachment of the nozele to the motor unit. Then

drop into driving contact on the motor shaft by a
tarn of the belt lifter lewer. The belt lifter should
not be left in the “OFF" position for any extended
fength of time because it stretches the belt.

A positive, yet gentle, way of shaking loose the
cmbedded dirt in a og, sweeping and carrying the
dirt away. Triple-cushioned refers to:

1. A plastic cap ¢a cach ecnd of the boesh roll
which cushions the beush soll mechanism. 2. Long,
resibent bristies in the rotating vibrating brush,
which bend and cushion their sweeping action.
3. The mag i lifted from the Boor to the face of
nozzle and se is wibrated and swept while sepported
by a cushion of air.

For thorough mag cleaning. push the cleaner slowiy,
otbersise vou may “bregk the suction.™ Look at
Mo, 3 on the chart. When the sucticn is “broken™
the mg drops fo the floor and the cleaning acfion
stops. If the cieamer docsn’t pick uwp threads and
lint, look at the belt which driwes the rotary brush
and see if the tension is swch that the brush rofates
when helbd Lightly agzinst the rug. The brissh must
be clean and the bristles adjusted properdy.

To Adjust Nozzle Height for Efficent Rug Cleaning . . .

‘The many new kinds of regs in use today make the
proper adjustrment of the nozzle height more inypor-
tant than ever before. If the nozzle is too far off the
mg’s surface, it wono't clean at all, and if it is too
close, pushing down and resting oo the mag, it woa't
clean efficiently and might be hard to push. There-
fore, a device is provided with which the nozzle can
be adjusted to the proper cleaning hetght. The Toe-
Touch Control is the semi-aatomatic way of raising
and lowering the nozzile. Button A is used for rais-
ing the nozzle and Button B is used for lowering the
norzle a notch at a time. These adjustments are
made by pressing the butbons with the toe of your
shoe. This is 2 comparatively easy and quick way of

Place the Rug Cleaner Unit on the carpet or rg,
press Button A and raise the adjustment to No. 7
oa the indicator (the top position), Start the mator
and lower the pozzie a noftch at 2 time by pressing
Button B until you see the mog drawn up to the
nozzie by the suction and a moficeable decpening
in the tone of the motor occars. In this way wou
can lknow when you have the best mozzle adjust-
ment for the cleaning of each particular mag.

TILTING THE RUG CLEANER NOIILE...

There &= a Tilt Latch adjustment for the handle
which permits the handle to swing in an arc to a
puoint where a pressure downwand tilts the Rug

Cleaner Moezie up and owver the edges of rags,
clectric conds, ete. This is the maost impostank wse
of the Tilt Latch, aithough there are two more
adjustments, The three settings of the Tilt Latch
handle adjustment are: 1. Full Handle Swing —
The position in which the tatch is upward as far as
it will go. This penmits the handie to swing freely,
and is the setting for pushing the machine ander
beds or similar low pieces of furniture. 2. Tilting—
To make this setting, stand the handle straight up
and pash the Tilt Latch slide down as far as it will
go. Then, when you push the handle down, you will
find there is a point where it stops, and added pees-
sure put oa the handle tilts the machine, In this
way, the machine is tilted owver the cdges of rags,
when going from room to room. Also, this sctting
is useful in cleaming the fringe on mugs. 3. Locked
Dwowen — With the latch in the “UP" position, swing
the handle down as far as it will go. Then lock the
handle in this position by sfiding the latch down-
ward a5 far as it will go. This setting holds the
handle snd machine in a straight-out, rigid posi-

Remowe brush from rug plate by bolding the brush
in one kand, ooe “ear” of the rug plate speing in
the other hand. Push the brush one way and the
“ear™ the other way. The new brush will go in by
the same method. The notches that carry the brush
roll are of different widths so that it is impossible
to essemble it in any other way but the proper way.

FLOODLIGHT BULBS ...

To replace, raise floodlight cover, and note that

socket assembly has a clamp that fastens around
the metal base of the bulb. The base of the bulb
is of the bayonet type, similar to those used in

automobile headlights. Turn the bulb slightly
counter-clockwise, or to the left, push in at the same
time, and then pull out. Do not force, If it is done
right it will come out with a firm but gentle pres-
sure. Reverse this procedure to install the new
bulb. We cannot guarantee the life of the light
bulbs. Replacemsnts can be secured from your
Kirby distributors.

LUBRICATION ...

The ball bearings in the motor and in the brush are
packed in grease. They should net require any
additional grease for a number of years with aver-
age use in the home. Should any difficulty develop,
consult your Distributor immediately, or write the
Factory Service Department for instructions.

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Designed to pulverize moth crystals into a fine
powder of to make a dense clond of anti-moth gas,
producicg and shooting it into the places where it
will do the most good En your battle agsinst de-
stractive moth life. There are two arrangemments of
this wnik:

1. Set up the Crystalator unit, load the container
with moth crystals, place unit in clothes closet with
the Stert-Stop switch turned to the ON position,
chose the door, seal crack at bottom of door with
throw g, pieg in the cord and let the mvofor men
for soqmee length of time, until everything is satur-
ated with the gas.

2. Attach the Bexible has: to the Crystalator anit
25 set up in Wumber 1 and use the extension tubes
and the crevice tool o direct the gas and pulverized
crystaks into the cracks around the baschoards of
rooms and into the crevices of upholstered furniture.

Matice the adjustments for *Gas, Medium Crystals,
and Full Crystals™ on the cap of the Crystalator.




Paints, insecticides and floor wax can be sprayed
with the Spray Gun. Inseckicides and lequid waxes
af a thin conssstency can be used as they come from
the container. However, brashing peint is usually
thick and needs to be thinned when wsed in & spray
gun. se according to the directions. Gun and medal
tube should be thorcughly cleared and wiped dry
after using. Clean the tube with a pipe cleaner.

This is a unit which needs a large degres of port-
abiity . . . the mackine must be taken to the job.
Therefore, the long handle should be removed and
the Lifter Grip attached. Remowe the Sani Em-tor
and bag and attach the Blower Coupler and the
Flexible Hose. Fit the Spray Gun into the Coupler
Tube at the end of the Flexible Hose.

To fill the Spray Gun Jar:

Unscrew the jar from the cover. Pour into the jar
an amount of bgquid sufficient to do the job, bat an
amount not more than three-fourths of the jar’s
capacity to awoid spillage. Screw the jar firmly
back into place.

Test the spray by pressing down the plunger button
on top of the Spray Gun with the mofor running.
Adjust the spray to suit the job by screwing the
button up or down. This is a very sensitive adjust-
ment, proeducing a spray from ‘very fine’ to almost
& "solid stream’,

The Suds-O-Gizn is 2 companicn piece for the Spray
Gun. It is an attachment which fits ower the nose
end of the Spray Gun and is used to produce extra-
dry sizds for the shampooing of rugs, tapestries and
oversiifed furmituse.

Many tyres of detergents and soap solutrons may
be unsed. About two fablespoonfuls of any of the
popuabar detergents in a half-pint of water makes
excellent sads. If soap Hakes or grenules are used
they must be thoroughly dissolwed, otherwise they
may clog the small tithe or the screen. In operatton,
the spray jet of suds solution strikes the inmer face
of the Suwds-0-Gun screen and is broken up info
bubbles by the air blast. You will mote that the walve
button on top of the Spray Gun &= adjustable. Tuarn-
ing it governs the amount of valve opening . . . a
fine spray makes dry suds.

Connect the Speay Gun to the Power Unit in the
regutar way. Then attach the Suds-0-Gunm part

brmly ca the nose end of the Sprayer, over the two
lugs provided, by taming it clockwise.

The suds can be piled directly on the surface to be
cleaned or gathered in a wash basin. Because it
oootains a mimimaem of water it does not soalk the
article to be cleaned. Water can be wery hanmful
if it soaks inta the fabric because it can cause mildew
and strezldng. Heap foam oa the surface to be
cieaned and scrh a small ares until the foam dis-
appears. An ogdinary scrub brush is satisfactory,
but & natural or synthetic sponge may be used &
you prefer, The foam guickly dissclves the flm of
serface grease and restores the original coloring,
In a few moments the surfzoe is dry. IF desived, the
drying action can be hastened by using a blast of

air from the Kirby Bexiblie hose. A single treatment
is usually sufficient, but several may be required in
the case of a wery dirty rag. It may be necessary
to use a second treatment on the arms and bead-rest
of a chair where most of the dirt collects.

When the surface is dry, remowve the loase dry froth
and dirt with the Rog Cleaner Noesle in the case
of regs; and the Upholstery Noezle in the case of
wphaolstery. This will arrange the pile ewenly and
senooth out the nap. The wery finest of rups and
upholstery reaterials cannot be harmed by sham-
pocing in this way, because excessive moisture, o
soak the material is not required. A long drying
period i nob necessary and a clean article may be
pat info use immediately.

The Portable Unit iz used to clean draperies, veme-
tian blinds, lamp shades, moldings, pianos, radia-
tors, walls, stone fireplaces, window shades, light-
ing fixtures . . . everything ahove the Aocar. It is
destgned to be pulled on wheels over the floer, lifted
up stairs or info an antomaobdle with the Lifter Grip
handle, and carried using the shouldes strap.

The feather-light Curwed and Straight Extension
Tubes lengthen the wser’s reach . . . atd in getfing
dirt from the very high places (such as moldings,
tops of doorways and draperies), and the wsually
inacoessible low places {such 25 under stowes, cup-
boards or radiators).

The Toaol Cabinet can be carried to the job along
with the Portable Unit. Hang the cabinet on a door
knob or the back of a chair to keep the toods in
readiness.

The Utility Brish Mozzle brushes up the nap on
upholstered furniture apd the strong suction carries
away the lint and dirt. The Duster Brish with ifs

long fexible bristles and soft robber center is de-
signed to loosen the dust from corners and delicate
surfaces, such as polished or scroll woodwork, fur-
nifure or lamp shedes.

To make up the portzble unit, uohook cosd and
bag ring from long handle, then remove the handle
after pulling cat the handle pin. Replace the Aoor
cleaning handle with the Lifter Grip. Set the Lifter
Grip in place by resting it in the groowe located near
the hole for the handle pin. Insert the handle pin.
To remove Aoor cleaning noezie, Lift the floodlight
oower, turn the belt lifter lever, raise the machine to
the highest adjustment point of the Toe-Touch
Comtrol, turn the nozzle lock and bift off. Put into
place the suction coupler, lock and lower Aood light
cower into working position. Attach the hose to the
surtion coupler that is in place cn the motor unit.
Attach the Dag ring to rear eye oa the lifter grip.

This is the moest portable of units and a good part of
the success in its use is in hawing the right tool for
a particular type of job.




This is the foll-stred power unit with the revolving
brash which is wsed in the cleaning of matiresses,
carpeted stairways.

Attach the Sani Em-tor and bag to the exhaust
opening of the Power unit and attach bag ring to
the rear of the Lifter Grip, which is substituted for
the long handle. The Floor Nozzle is in place, and
the Toe-Touch Control has lowered the nozzle to

the "0 pesitica.
This unit may be operated with or without rotation
of the revolving brush. Swing the belt lifter lever to
the “Off™ position if you do not desire to use the
revolving brush.




This is the unit ased to clean rugs and carpets of all
kinds. There are warious new twist and sculptared
migs which pose diffscultics for many machines, bat
mot the Kirhy, because of the Toe-Touch control
with which the best cleaning height of the Aoor
nozzie canreadily besecured. The Triple-cushioned-
vibration-cleaning action can guickly and positively
shake loose the deep-down dirt and whisk it away
imto the flter bag, Of course this must be emptied
of the dirt collected at reascmable intervals so that
the important powerful Bow of air & maintzined at
all times. This is the impoartant function of the
Sani Em-tor. It makes casy this task of empéying
the hag which is =0 necessary for effective cleaning.
The Kirby bag is unzsually Earge, therefore it docs
not require empiying as often as smaller bags.

TRIPLE-CUSHIONED-VIBRATION CLEANING ACTIOM:

1 — Flastic cep cobsons.

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This set-up is used for the dusting of hardwood,
linoleam, cement or other hard-surfzoed Boors.
Tilt the nozele of the machine wp and snap the feit
pad into place with the metal clips provided for this
purpese. The rubbing of this felt pad loosens the
dirt and sarface film for the zir stream to carry
away. The suction will also clean the dirt from the

cracks and crevices in the Boor.




This is the unit that & used to polish the hard-
surfaced Aoors after they have been waxed. Remowe
the Rug Cleamer Nozzie from the Power Unit
Adjust the Belt Lifter oa the Polisher Unit so the
belt is stretched and ready to be placed oa the
machine. Lock the Polisher Nozzle info place and
tern the Belt Lifter lewer, dropping the belt oato
the shaft and ready for operation. Lower the brush
to the floor with the Toe-Touch Coatrol, and the
machine s ready to operate. The Power Polisher
beush, driven by the Power Unit, quickly puts a
high polish on any waxed surface.

With the remowal of the long handle and the attach-
ment of the Lifter Grip, the Power Polisher Unit
can be easily wsed for the polishing of table and
sink tops, linoleum cow-
