The Kirby upright rug cleaner is undoubtedly the most eficient and versa-
tile machine of its kind available. It will clean all types of floor coverings
thoroughly because it is easily and positively adjusted to the particular job.

To remove all of the dirt, grit and lint from your floor coverings, it is neces-
sary not only to sweep the surface but also to loosen the deep-down sand
and dirt which is locked into the base of the rug fibers. To remove this dirt

safely, our engineers developed Kirby's "TRIPLE-CUSHIONED VIBRA-
TION™ rug cleaning action.

Here is how it works: First, a plastic cap on each end of the brush roll
cushions the brush roll mechanism. Second, long resilient bristles in the
revolving brush bend to cushion the sweeping and vibrating action. Third,
the rug is lifted from the floor and held firmly against the stainless steel Rug
Guard by the strong suction, This enables the brush to vibrate the

This smartly arranged cabinet is planned for maximum
convenience in use and storage. It can be carried

readily to the cleaning job . . . hung on a door knob or the
back of a chair . . . keeps the tools handy while you are
using any of the Kirby units.

Belt lifters are found on the Rug MNozzle, Power
Polisher and Handi-Butler. The operation of the belt
lifter on the Bug MNozzle and Power Polisher are
identical. The belt lifter on the Handi-Butler dif-
fers in appearance only and is explained on page 16.

The Kirby belt lifter makes it easy for you to
change units. The belt transmits power from the
motor to the Kirby unit. To :hangt umnits, the belt
must be removed from the belt drive shaft and re-
placed with the belt of another unit. The belt lifter
does this for you,

On the front of the Rug MNozzle and the Power
Polisher you will find the Kirby name plate. At
the top of this name plate is a lever arm which is
used in rotating the plate. Also on this plate you
will find the words “ON" and “OFF".

As the first step in lifting the belt for attachment,
turn the name plate so the word “ON" is against
the stop pin. (See Ggure 4). Then look through the
round opening at the back of the nozzle and make

certain that the belt is standing upright in the
center of the brush. Also check the position of the
belt on the brush roll by looking at the bottom of
the nozzle, It should be in the center. Then turn
the name plate counterclockwise until the word
"OFF"” is against the stop pin. (See figure 3). When
the belt is new it will take a irm pressure to com-
plete the turn. In turning the Belt Lifter to the
"OFF"” pesition you autematically pick up the belt
on the metal finger and lift it so the Belt Drive
Shaft can pass through the loop. (See figure 1).
Your nozzle is now ready for attachment to the
motor unit (see page 22), Once it is attached,
simply turn the name plate clockwise to the “ON"
position and the belt will be properly in place on
the Belt Drive Shaft.

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ATTACH

On the front of your Handi-Butler you will find a lever which can be rotated
between “ON" and “OFF” positions. This is the Belt Lifter for the Handi-Butler.

STEP 1: Set the lever in the “"ON" position and by Iaukiug through the round
opening at the back make sure the belt is over the metal hnger. If it is not in
place, use a lever such as a screwdriver to slip the belt over the finger.

STEP 2: Turn the Belt Lifter lever to the “OFF” position thus extending the belt
(figure 2). The unit is now ready for attachment to the Motor Unit.

STEP 3: Raise the Floodlight Hood. Hold the Handi-Butler so the Attaching Slot
is on the Attaching Bar which is just below the Belt Drive Shait. (Figure 3) The
Belt Drive Shaft should enter the large round opening and pass through the loop
formed by the belt.

STEP 4: The unit should then be swung back against the Motor Unit and at the

same time a downward pressure should be applied to bring the other Attaching
Slot into position on the Attaching Bar. In this operation you must overcome the

spring tension on the safety switch button which is centered just behind the At-
taching Bar.

While holding the unit in place, turn the Attachment Lock Lever to hold the unit
in place (Agure 4).

STEP 5: Turn the Belt Lifter lever to the “ON" position and the unit is ready

for operation. Rubber cups which are provided may be placed under the front
wheels to steady the unit (fgure 3).
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Your Handi-Butler is an extremely versatile power tool
and a brief review of these instructiens will familiarize
you with a whole new realm of time- and labor-saving ad-
wantages which are yours because you own a Kirby.

THE ASSEMBLY OF WORK WHEELS

All work wheels, such as the grinding wheel, wire brush and
buffing wheels, as well as the sanding disk and lambswool
polishing pad, may be attached to either the Handi-Butler
itself or to the Flexible Shaft. However, since the direction
of rotation differs between the Handi-Butler and the Flex-
ible Shafr, different adapters must be wsed to attach the
assembled work wheels. The screw and the adapter used on
the Handi-Butler 2ssemblies have left hand threads and are
given a bright finish for easy identification. The screw and
adapter used on the Flexible Bhaft assemblies hawe a right
hand thread and are given a dark finish for easy identification.
Whenever the rubber sanding or polishing disk is vsed, the
cone shaped washer must be used next to the screw. This
wasther is interchangeable between the Handi-Butler and
the Flexible Shaft assemblies,

The drawings on the left show typical assemblies and in
the case of the work wheels, the same sequence is followed
with each.

ATTACHMENT OF FLEXIBLE SHAFT

To attach the Flexible Shaft, grasp the knurled collar of the
bayonet connection and insert the core wire into the small
hole at the rear of the Handi-Butler housing. Align the slots
in the collar with the pins on the houosing and with a firm
forward pressure, twist to the right. When released the
connection will lock Ermly in place, A slight rotation of the
Handi-Butler drive shaft may be needed to permit the core
wire to engage with the drive shaft,

Caution should be taken to be sure the hand grip of the
shaft is held in the hand whenever the power is on

WHEEL GUARD COVER
The Wheel Guard Cover is attached to the Handi-Butler
housing by sliding its edge under the spring clips on the
housing, Use this cover whenever using the work wheels or
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the Handi-Sharpener for your protection. Abuse of this cover
can result in breakage which is not covered in the guarantee.

POLISHING AND BUFFING

The lambswool polishing pad is stretched owver the ruobber
disk and fastened by drawing the strings tight and tying.
Be sure to tuck the loose ends under the edge of the pad.
It is not necessary to hawe the sandpaper disk in place as the
drawing on page 18 might imply. This pad is ideal for
polishing waxed surfaces such as your table tops.

Youor buffing wheels can help you restore the luster to your
silverware or other decorative metal chjects around your
home, The sheeting buffing wheel is used with the red
pelishing compound No. 1 to polish brass, copper, or similar
metals. The flannel buffing wheel is used with the light-
colored polishing compound Ne. 2 to polish precioas metals
such as gold or silver. The polishing compounds are applied
by holding the stick against the rotating wheel.

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USE OF THE HANDI-SHARPEMER

Your Handi-Sharpener is completely assembled when you
receive it. The above diagram shows the correct assembly
for your use if it becomes necessary to replace the abrasive
disks. The tension between the abrasive disks is adjusted
by tightening or loosening the locking screw. When attaching
the Handi-Sharpener to the Handi-Butler for use, be sure
the grinding wheel, washers, and lock nuot are secarely in
place, These anits will autematically center the sharpener
in the center of the slot on the guard cover. The plastic
cover should always be used when sharpening a knife. To
sharpen a knife, hold it with the edge to be sharpened
upward. Insert the knife into the Handi-Sharpener as close
to the heel of the blade as possible and while maintaining a
slight upward pressure, draw the knife handle toward you.
Keep the knife horizontal to the Hoor or table at all times,

Replacement abrasive disks for your Handi-Sharpener can
be obtained from your Kirby dealer.

This nozzle has been designed to facilitate the surface
cleaning of carpets or hard surfaced floors under your low
furnitore, It will not deep clean your carpets as will the
Kirby Floor Mozzle with Triple Cushion Vibration. How-
ever, it will do as goed a job as amy straight suction
nozzle available.

By attaching the Kirby Fleor Duster Fad as illustrated
abowe, you can boff-dust your hard surfaced Hoors under
low furniture. Here again, the Floor Duoster is more efficient
when used on the Kirby Floor Mozzle,

The swivel attachment is a separate unit so yoo can use it
with any of the other dusting attachments.

A floating brush adjusts itself to the pile of your carpets
to aid in the remowal of surface dost and lint. Since it is
mounted in the center of the air stream, it does mot trap
and hold dirt which would otherwise have to be combed free.




This exclusive Kirby feature enables you to
positively adjust the rug cleaning nozzle to the proper
height for efficient cleaning of all Aoor coverings.

If the nozzle were set teo high, there would be

no cleaning action. If it were set too low, the cleaning
action would be impaired and the machine

would be hard to push.

To adjust the Kirby Rug Nozzle properly for
yvour rug, simply depress the large lever

(see “B” in illustration) with your toe as far as
it will go. This raises the nozzle to the maximum
height and the pointer will indicate No. 7

on the adjustment scale.

Now turn on the motor and depress button “A"
with your toe, Each time you depress this button the
nozzle will lower one notch. Continue to depress
this button one notch at a time until you

notice a change in tone of your Kirby. This indicates
that the mozzle is at the correct level for the
thorough cleaning of your carpet.

If the suction is broken with normal movement
of the machine, lower the nozzle one more notch.

This same adjustment mechanism is used when
operating the Hand Portable or the Power Polisher.

ATTACHMENT OF BAG AND CORD
Plog the cord into the rear of the Motor Unit just below the Motor Switch
Fasten the cord hook to the clip just below the Handle Grip and wind down
under the lower cord hook and ap owver the Swiveled Cord Hook. (Figure 7)
Fasten the bag chain to the other side of the double clip.

TILT LATCH

This latch permits the long handle to swing in an 1
arc to a point where additional downward

pressure raises the Rug Nozzle up and over the edge

of rugs, electric cords and other obstructions. This

action is accomplished by sliding the Tilt Latch button
toward the motor switch side of the machine

as far as it will go.

When it is necessary to push the Kirby under

low furniture, the handle can be brought to a horizontal
position simply by sliding the Tilt Latch

button to the extreme opposite position —

toward the bag or Sani Em-Tor,

HANDLE LOCK

To lock the handle in the horizontal position for

the cleaning of stair treads, etc., simply push the Tilt
Latch button toward the switch side of the

machine while the handle is in the horizontal position.
It may be necessary to maintain pressure on the

button as you gradually raige the handle.



ATTACHING THE SANI EM-TOR

The Sani Em-Tor is attached to the
neck of the Motor Unit with a simple
twist. Detailed instructions can be
found on page 23. Before putting unit
into operation, be sure plastic bottom
is locked securely in place.

The Sani Em-Tor is an exclusive Kirby device which enables you to
empty the bag right in your home without muss, fuss or expense.

The Sani Em-Tor should be emptied after each thorough
cleaning. If dirt is allowed to accumulate in the bag, the cleaning
efficiency of your Eirby will be reduced; the bag will become
difficult to empty; and it will provide an ideal place for

germs to grow and multiply. It is just good housekeeping

to keep the Sani Em-Tor and bag empty.

EMPTYING THE BAG

1. Detach bag chain from handle clip.

2. Lower Rug Nozzle to Mo. 0 position
(See page 21) and turn on motor.

3. Allow motor to run briefly and then turn
off. While bag is still extended, shake

it vigorously from the top.

In either case the
operation is similar — just grasp the Hose
Locking Nut firmly, slide over the coupler
opening on Motor Unit and lock in place with
a clockwise twist.

Remove Handle Pin and Long Handle. Slide
legs of portable handle into place on top of the
Motor Unit as illustrated. Replace Handle Pin.
The Shoulder Strap is hooked to the loops
provided at the top and rear of the handle.

Sani Em-Tor and bag are attached as explained
on page 23. The bag is then folded under and
the bag chain hooked to the clip at the back
of Portable Handle,

HAND PORTABLE

Here is a powerful unit which will do a magnificent job
of cleaning your deep cushions and stair treads. It is
especially suited for uze on your mattress.

SHOULDER PORTABLE

This unit is ideal for cleaning large areas
where considerable mobility and freedom of
hands are advantages.

To assemble, attach the following to the Motor
unit: Suction Coupler and Flexible Hose, or
Handi-Butler and Flexible Shaft (See Page
27 or 16 & 17), Sani Em-Tor and bag (Page
23), and the Portable Handle and Shoulder
Strap (Page 27).

FLOOR PORTABLE OR TANK-TYPE CLEANER

This iz a unit which gives you the light-weight portability of a tank-type
machine for above-the-floor cleaning operations around your home. Used
with various combinations of the tools and extension tubes, you can clean
those hard-to-reach areas in your home with ease.

To assemble, the following should be attached to the Motor Unit: Sani
Em-Tor and bag, Suction Coupler, Flexible Hose, and appropriate extension

wu tubes and tools, For complete portability, remove the Long Handle and

replace it with the Portable Handle.

Extension tubes and tools are connected simply by inserting the tapered
end of the hose or tube into the tool with a frm twist. To release simply
twist and pull. A straight pull will not separate the parts if they have been
properly assembled,

To assemble, attach the Suction and Blower Couplers to
the Motor Unit. The Flexible Hose may or may not need
to be attached to the Blower Coupler depending on the
intended use, Fill the Crystalator with Paradichloro-
benzine Crystals (Moth Crystals) and attach to the
Suction Coupler.

FILLING THE CRYSTALATOR

Turn the cap so the “ON-OFF" marker lines up with
the arrow on the red body of the Crystalator and lift
off. Pour in crystals until the Crystalator is about half
full when held in a horizontal position, A finger inserted
into the inner cone will close the slot and prevent spill-
age. Replace cap and turn to desired setting: “Gas™ for
de-mothing a closet or other confined area; “Medium
Crystals” for furniture, baseboards, carpets, etc.; “Full
Crystals” when it is desirable to deposit large crystals
in chests or storage boxes.

ATTACHING THE CRYSTALATOR

Inside the neck of the Crystalator you will find a small
lug. This must be lined up with the slot in the neck of
the Suction Coupler as the Crystalator is pushed firmly
into place.
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USE WITH HOSE

Assemble the Crystalator Unit as described on the pre-
ceding page and also attach the hose and the crevice
tool to the blower coupler. See illustration at the right.
The crevice tool brush should be removed by squeezing
the wire together at the point where it enters the tool
and pulling straight out.

DEMOTHING A CLOSET

Assemble the Crystalator Unit as described abowve and,
without attaching the hose, place the unit on the Hoor
of your closet. Turn the Crystalator cap to the “Gas"”
positien, turn on the motor, and close the door. It is
adwisable to seal the crack at the Aoor with a throw
rug. Allow the motor to run for from 5 to 15 minutes,
depending on the size of the closet.

If Crystals are damp they will tend to cling together
and stop the action of the Crystalator. If this happens,
just place your hand over the holes in the top of the Cry-
stalator boedy for a second while the motor is running.
This will loosen the crystals and start them Bowing into
the fan chamber where they are exploded into a moth-
killing pas.

USE OF THE SPRAY GUN

Assemble the Floor Portable or Shoulder Portable unit
as instructed on Page 29 except that the Blower Coupler
and Flexible Hose are connected to the neck of the
Motor Unit in place of the Sani Em-Tor. The Spray
Gun is attached to the hose with a firm twist,

Paints should be thinned for spray application as in-
structed on the can. To fill the Spray Gun jar, unscrew
from unit and fll about three-fourths full. Aveid over-
filling to prevent spillage in use. Screw jar back in
place frmly,

Turn on motor and adjust to proper spray. Turning
the button at the top of the gun clockwise makes the
spray finer. Depress button to spray, release to stop.

After use, be sure to clean gun by spraying a solvent
through the gun. Wipe off exposed surfaces.

USE OF THE SUDS-O-GUN

Assemble Spray Gun as explained above and place Suds-
O-Gun cap over the front of spray gun —a clockwise
twist will do it.

Mix detergent as directed on bottle, and f1l jar about
three-fourths full. Adjust gun to a very fine spray. A
volume of wery dry suds will then be produced. Suds
can be piled directly on surface to be cleaned or gath-
ered in a basin.

The suds should be worked into the surface with a brush
or sponge until they disappear. Allow a few minutes for
surface to dry thoroughly and vacuum with appropriate
nozzle to remove the dry froth which now contains the
grime and dirt,

Caution: When using paint or inflammable liguid, keep away from open Sames.
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Assemble the Kirby as an upright machine
(See Pages 22 & 23) with the exception of
the Rug Nozzle. In its place attach the Power
Polisher Nozzle. Attachment procedure is the
same as for the Rug Nozzle (See Page 22).

Apply wax to the surface to be protected and
allow to dry thoroughly before polishing.
When wax is dry, set the T'oe Touch Nozzle
Adjustment to the lowest or “O" position (See
Page 21) so the front wheels do not touch the
floor. Set handle in normal cleaning position,
Turn on the motor and the Polisher Brush will
quickly polish your waxed floor to the highest
possible luster. The best polishing results will
be obtained when the polisher is resting on
the rear wheels and the polisher brush,

By pushing the handle down against the Tilt
Latch (See Page 24) it is possible to raise the
brush and easily polish a six inch baseboard.
When storing the Power Polisher Nozzle, be
gure to turn the Belt Lifter to the “ON" po-
sition. If wyou don't, the belt will become
stretched and useless.

GEMNERAL INSTRUCTIOMS

A belt in good condition is essential for the
efficient operation of the Kirby Rug Noz-
zle, Power Polisher, and Handi-Butler. If
any of these units fail to perform properly,
the belt should be examined and replaced
if it has become worn, stretched or broken.

The Kirby belt transmits the power from
the motor to the Brush Roll of the Rug
MNozzle and the Power Polisher, and to the
work wheels on the Handi-Butler. There-
fore, a belt in good condition is essential
for the efficient operation of these units.

RUG NOZZILE

If the Rug Nozzle fails to remove lint from
the surface of the carpet or to properly wi-
brate the carpet, the cause of the difficulty
may be a weak or broken belt.

To replace the Rug Nozzle belt, remove the
nozzle from the motor unit and remove the
Brush Roll from the Rug Guard as ex-
plained under Brush Cleaning on page 36
and as illustrated on the left. The worn belt
can then be slid off over the end of the
brush roll and replaced with a new one.

HANDI-BUTLER

CORD SERVICE

The Kirby cord can be com-
pletely removed from the
Kirby with ease for use as an
emergency extension cord. It
is well protected at all points
of contact with the Kirhy
and will last for years with
reasonable care.

Eeep cord neatly wound on
cord hooks on the long handle.
Quick and easy removal of
cord from hooks is possible by
turning the swiveled cord hook
at the top of the handle so the
hock points down. The cord
then slides off easily.
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LUBRICATION

Your Kirby motor has been properly lubricated at the factory and should not
need additional lubrication for sewveral years. Lubrication should be done only
by an authorized Kirby Serviceman. All other bearings are permanently lubri-
cated and will need additional lubrication only after extreme use.

BULE REPLACEMENT

Lift lamp hood and remove old bulb by
depressing and turning bulb counter-
clockwise. It is a bayonet-type base and
replacement is made by sliding small
lugs on base of bulb down into slots in
socket with a firm downward pressure
and a clockwise twist. The bulb will
lock into place.

BAG MAINTENANCE

Keep the plastic bag guard in place
around the point where it is fas-
tened to the Sani Em-Tor. This will
minimize wear, and under average
use your bag will last for many
yvears. The only time it will need
replacement will be at times of gen-
eral overhaul. The bag is fastened
to the Sani Em-Tor with a strong
spring and reasonable strength and
skill is required for its replacement.
