The Kirby upright rug cleaner is undoubtedly the most efficient and versa-
tile machine of its kind available, It will clean all types of floor coverings
thoroughly because it is easily and positively adjusted to the particular job.

To remove all of the dirt, grit and lint from your floor coverings, it is neces-
sarr not only to sweep the surface but alse to loosen the deep-down sand
and dirt which is locked into the base of the rug fibers. To remove this dirt
safely, our engineers developed Kirby's "TRIPLE-CUSHIONED VIERA-
TION" rug cleaning action,

Here is how it works: First, a plastic cap on each end of the brush roll
cushions the brush roll mechanism. Second, long resilient bristles in the
revolving brush bend to cushion the sweeping and vibrating action. Third,
the rug is lifted from the floor and held firmly against the stiinless steel Rug
Guard by the strong suction. This enables the brush to vibrate the
rug while it is supported on a cushion of air and thereby loosen all
the embedded dirt.

"HANDY TOOL CABINET

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BELT LIFTER

Belt lifters are found on the Rug Nozzle, Power
Polisherand Handi-Butler. The operation of the belt
lifter on the Rug Nozzle and Power Polisher are
identical. The belt lifter on the Handi-Butler dif-
fers in appearance only and is explained on page 16.

The Kirby belt lifter makes it easy for you to
change units. The belt transmits power from the
maotor to the Kirby unit. To change units, the belt
must be removed from the belt drive shaft and re-
placed with the belt of another unit. The belt lifter
does this for vou,

On the front of the Rug Nozzle and the Power
Pelisher you will find the Kirby name plate. At
the top of this name plate is a lever arm which is
used in rotating the plate.

As the first step in lifting the belt for attachment,
turn the name plate 50 the lever arm is upright.
(See Figure 4). Then look through the round open-
ing at the back of the nozzle and make certain that

the belt is standing upright in the center of the
brush. Also cheek the position of the belt on the
brush roll by leoking at the bottom of the nozzle.
It should be in the center. Then turn the name

late counterclockwise until it stops in position as
illustrated in Figure 3. This is the “OFF" pogition.
When the belt is new, it will take a firm pressure
to complete the turn. In turning the Belt Lifter to
the "OFF" pesition you automatically pick up the
belt on the metal finger and lift it so the Belt Drive
Shaft can pass through the loop. (See Figure 1).
Your nozzle is now ready for attachment to the
motor unit (see Fﬂg: 22). Once it is attached turn
the name plate clockwise, so the lever arm is again
uptight. This is the “ON" position and the belt
will be properly in place on the Belt Drive Shaft,

between “ON" and "OFF" positions. This is the Belt Lifter for the Handi-Butler.

If it is not in
place, use a lever such as a screwdriver to slip the belt over the Anger.

Your Handi=Butler is an extremely versatile power tool
and a brief review of these instructions will familiarize
you with a whole new realm of time- and labor-saving ad-
vantages which are yours because yvou own a Kirby.

THE ASSEMBLY OF WORK WHEELS

All woark wheels, such as the grinding wheel, wire brush and
bulling wheels, ag well az the sanding disk and lambswool
palishing pad, may be attached to either the Handi-Butler
itself or to the Flexible Shaft. However, since the direction
of rotation differs between the Handi-Butler and the Flex-
ible Shaft, different adapters must be used 1o attach the
assembled work wheels. The screw and the adapter used on
the Handi-Butler assemblies have left hand threads and are
given a bright finish for casy identification., The screw and
adapter usod on the Flexible Shaft assemblies have a right
hand thread and are given a dark finish for easy identification.
Whenever the rubber sanding or polishing disk is used, the
cone shaped washer must be used next to the screw. This
washer is interchangeable between the Handi-Butler and
the Floxible Shaft assemblies.

The drawinga on the left show typical assemblies and in

the case of the work wheels, the same sequence is followed
with each.

The guard may
alsa be removed from the housing, rotated 180° and re-at-
tached, This provides maximum protection frem the grinding

wheel while the Handi-Butler is in use as a shoulder portable
unit or as a knife sharpener. See "Use of the Handi-Sharp-
oner on page 20. Abuse of this cover can result in hraakngu

POLISHING AND BUFFING

The lambswool polishing pad is streiched ever the rubber
disk and fastencd by drawing the strings tight and tying.
Be sure 1o tuck the locse ends under the mjfn of the pad,
Lt is not necessary to have the sandpaper disk in place as the
drawing on puga 18 might imply. This pad is ideal for
polishing waxed surfaces such as your tngla tops.

Your buffing wheels can help you restore the luster te your
silverware or other decorative metal objocts around your
home. The sheeting buffing wheol {s used with the red
paliahlnqrcc-m ound Mo, 1 ta polish brass, copper, or similar
maetals, The Hannel buﬂ'ing wheel 8 used with the light-
colored polishing compound Mo, 2 te polish precious metals
such as gold or silver. The palishing compounds are applied
by holding the stick against the rotating wheel,

Your Handi-Sharpener is assembled when you receive It 1§
it becomes necersary to replace the abrasive disks, the above
diagram shows the assemb ¥ sequence. Replacement abrasive
disks can be abtained from your Kirby denler.

The tension between the abrasive disks is adjusted by the
locking serew. The grinding wheel, washers and nut must be
in place before attaching the assembled Handi-Sharpener
unit, This provides proper alignment of the unit with the
glot in the puard cover.

If slot is at the bottom, work from the
power switch side of the unit, If slot iz on top, work from
the opposite side. The rotation of the Sharpener should tend
to pull the knife away from you.

This nozzle has been designed to [acilitate the surface
cleaning of carpets or hard surfaced flocrs under your low
furniture. It will not deep clean your carpets as will the

Kirby Floor Nozzla with Triple Cushion Vibration, How-
ever, it will do as good a job as any straight suction
nozzla available,

By attaching the Kirby Floor Duster Pad as illustrated
above, you can buff=dust your hard surfaced floors under
low furniture, Here again, the Floor Duster is more efficient
when used on the Kirby Floor Noszle,

The swivel attachment is a separate unit 30 you ean use it
with any of the other dusting attachments.

If the suction i3 broken with normal movement
of the machine, lower the nozzle one more notch,

This same adjustment mechanism is used when
operating the Hand Portable or the Power Palisher.

Assemble the Floor Portable or Shoulder Portable unit
ag instructed on Page 29 except that the Blower Coupler
