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How do I take  
my fan apart?

We do not recommend taking your unit apart as it is only safe to operate when fully assembled. However, 
it is possible to disassemble if you need to ship it back to us. You will need a screwdriver. 
1. �Remove the fan blade. Make sure the blade is pointing forward, then give a strong pull on the blade and 

it should come out. It is normal for this to require a fair amount of force.
2. �Next, remove the pole from the base. (You will need the screwdriver.) Rotate the unit all the way to the 

left, then slot the screwdriver into the opening behind the pole to unclip it. Rotate the pole counter-
clockwise to remove it. 

3. �To remove the base from the plate, insert the screwdriver into the opening on the bottom of the base 
plate to unclip it. Next, rotate the base counterclockwise to remove it from the plate.

How do I switch  
from fan mode  
to heat mode?

Rotate the Heat/Fan Dial on the pole to switch between fan mode and heat mode. Turn the dial to  
the horizontal position for heat mode, or vertical for fan mode. The lights on the on-unit display and  
the remote control will change to red when the unit is in heat mode, or blue when it is in fan mode.

Why are the fan blades 
not moving or tilting?

Make sure that the blade has been firmly installed into the unit. While keeping the other side of the fan  
stable, push the blade against the pole until there is no gap between them. When the blade is installed 
correctly, it will click securely into place.

Why is the  
fan unsteady?

Make sure the fan has been assembled correctly and that all parts have been completely clicked into place.  
Check the connection points where the base meets the base plate, and where the pole connects to the base. 
If the fan is still unsteady, disconnect the parts, then reassemble them, making sure they all click securely into 
place.

Why has the airflow 
become less powerful 
over time?

The Dust Defense panel and mesh filter may need cleaning. Excessive dust and debris in the filter could 
cause a reduction in airflow power.

You can store the remote on the magnetic mount on top of the pole where the sticker has  
an outline of the remote. 
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Why is my fan changing 
speeds on its own?

The fan may be in Natural Breeze mode, which changes automatically to simulate natural wind.  
To a different fan mode, press the mode button on the remote.

Why are the lights 
on the remote or the 
on-unit display not 
illuminated?

The lights on your screen and remote will turn off after 20 seconds.  
To wake them up, you can press any button on the remote or screen.

Why is my heater 
changing speeds  
on its own?

The heater may be in Thermo IQ Mode,™ which adjusts heater output based on the current room  
temperature. Thermo IQ will operate by producing heat until it reaches the temperature that you set  
on the unit. To change the set temperature, use the arrows on the remote or on-unit display.

Why are the lights dim?
The fan may be in Sleep Mode, which dims the lights. To change to a different mode,  
press the mode button on the remote.
The dimness can also be adjusted by pressing the Brightness button on the on-unit display.

Why did my unit turn 
off on its own?

In Thermo IQ Mode, the unit will turn off once the room has reached your target temperature. Additionally, 
as a safety measure, the unit will turn off if the room temperature ever reaches 100 degrees Fahrenheit,  
or after 8 hours of inactivity when on heat mode.
In other instances, the unit will turn off if Timer mode was activated. The timer will turn the unit off after 1 to 
8 hours.

Why does my fan  
not beep or chime  
when I press buttons?

Your fan may be in Mute Chime mode. Hold down the timer and oscillation buttons on the remote for 3 
seconds to disable the feature.

Why is the heat  
output low?

The unit may not be in the optimal heat setting. There are three different heat modes, each optimized  
for different scenarios. When the Heat/Fan Dial is set to heat, press the mode button to cycle through all 3 
modes.

Optional: If debris is stuck in between the mesh filter and the Dust Defense panel, remove the filter by 
gently pulling it out of the tabs on the panel. Rinse the filter and the panel with room-temperature tap 
water. Allow all parts to completely air-dry for up to 12 hours before reinstalling. Do NOT use the fan when 
the mesh filter is wet.
Reinsert the mesh filter, then reinstall the Dust Defense panel by inserting the tabs on the bottom of the 
panel into the indents on the unit, then push the panel in until it clicks into place.
