MAINTENANCE

CLEANING THE DUST CUP
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Press the dust cup release button and pull out the dust cup.
Carefully remove the filter frame.

To open and empty the dust cup, hold it over the trash, then
press the CleanTouch™ Dirt Eject button (Complete instructions
on reverse side.)

Hand-rinse the filters in cold water and let them air-dry for at
least 24 hours before reinstalling. Air-dry only. DO NOT use a hair
dryer or clothes dryer.

To clean the interior of the dust cup, rinse it with water. Place it
on its side with the lid open to air-dry for at least 24 hours before
reinstalling.

When filters are dry, reinsert them into the filter frame (foam
first), reinstall the filter frame into the dust cup, then reattach
the dust cup.

DO NOT wash any parts or accessories in a dishwasher.

NOTE: For best results, replace the filters every 6 to 9 months.

SharkNinja warrants that the unit shall be free from defects in material and
workmanship for a period of two (2) years from the date of purchase when it is used
under normal household conditions and maintained according to the requirements
outlined in the Owner’s Guide, subject to the following conditions and exclusions:

What is covered by this warranty?

1. The original unit and/or non-wearable components deemed defective, in
SharkNinja’s sole discretion, will be repaired or replaced up to two (2) years from
the original purchase date.

2. In the event a replacement unit is issued, the warranty coverage ends six (6)
months following the receipt date of the replacement unit or the remainder of the
existing warranty, whichever is later. SharkNinja reserves the right to replace the
unit with one of equal or greater value.

What is not covered by this warranty?

1. Normal wear and tear of wearable parts (such as foam filters, HEPA filters, pads,
etc.), which require regular maintenance and/or replacement to ensure the proper
functioning of your unit, are not covered by this warranty. Replacement parts are
available for purchase at sharkaccessories.com.

2. Any unit that has been tampered with or used for commercial purposes.

3. Damage caused by misuse (e.g., vacuuming up water or other liquids), abuse,
negligent handling, failure to perform required maintenance (e.g., not cleaning the
filters), or damage due to mishandling in transit.

4. Consequential and incidental damages.

5. Defects caused by repair persons not authorized by SharkNinja. These defects
include damages caused in the process of shipping, altering, or repairing the
SharkNinja product (or any of its parts) when the repair is performed by a repair
person not authorized by SharkNinja.

6. Products purchased, used, or operated outside North America.
