When setling the stitch patlern seiector at straight stitching, the needle position selector at
center and the stitch width selector a¢ { vou can use the foliowing two types of equipment:

i General purpose throat plate
General purpose presser foot

This is the basic equiprent for ali utility
sewing.

2 Straight stitch throat plate
Straight stilch presser foot

This equipment should de used where accu-
rate siraight stitching is required and when
stitching sheer and Himy {abrics. This re-
guires the center setling of the needle posi-
tion selector, otherwise the needie kits the
throat plate or presser fool and breaks.

To meet special requirements, vou may wish
to place a line of stitching to the left or right
of center. You must use the general purpose
throat piate and presser oot in this case
{fequipmen! no, 1}. The needle position seiec-
tor places the needie to the lelt or right posi-
tions. Intermediate settings mavy also be used.

Do not make any needle position adiustmens
while the needle is in the fabric.

The
dimensions are shown in the opposite ilu-
stration, For exira control of fabric it is best
to use the seam guide, described on page 54.

Delicate fabrics, such as chifions etc., have to
be stretched slightly while sewing 1o prevent
fabric from pucdkering. In this case, hoid seam
in front and back of the presser fool.

For best sewing resulis, the siraight stitch
throat piate and presser foot should be used
when straight stitching delicate fabrics
{Please refer to page 21.)

Best sewing resuils can be obtained by using
the special »urpoese presser fool.

Some fabrics mev reguire the addition of a
backing to ensure firm satin stitching. Crisp
orcandie or lawn is sullabie for this purpose.

Adjusting stitch length:
The indented area behind the stitch indicator,
2s shown in the ilusiration, provides a

means of graduelly shorlening the siitch
length,

As the requiator knob is turned, the pointer
rides deeper into this indentation until a
closed salin stitch is obtained.

The exact stitch length will vary with th
texture of the fabric. It is advisable to make
& test on a scrap of same fabric first, before

proceeding with actual work,

Adjusting needie thread tension:

Satin stitching requires less needle thread
tension than straight stitching or open zig-
zag designs. Furthermore, the wider the satin
stitch, the lighter the leasion on the needle
thread must be.

To delermine correct tension setiing, a test
sempie should be made on same fabric. A
properiy halanced satin stitch should ile fiat
across the material. Any tauiness or pucke-
ring indicates oo high & needie thread ten-
sion.

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Applique

Appligue adds beaulv and interest to wear-
ing apparel, iines and febric f{uraishings.

The siitch most commonly used in appii-
gueing is a ciosely sei zig-zag stitch. The
width of the zig-zag siitch can be varied {0
accomodate fabrics of different weaves and
textures. Combinaion patterns and varia-
tions can also be used to applique with deco-
rative sltitching,

There are two methods by which appligue
work can be done. The appropriate method
is determined by the fabric being used, andé
a test sampie is advisable. Position the design
properiv and baste if to the labric. Attach
the special presser foot to the presser bar.

Darts provicde fit and contour in a garment
and should be accurately stitched. A straight
stitch dart is usuelly formed by stiching
from the seam edge, tapering gradually
to the point, where the last three or four
stitches are pareile} 1o the fold. Stitch bevond
the fold to form a thread chain approx. 20 mm
(/2 to ¥ inch] in length. Tie the thread ends
into a single knotl close to the stitching.

Thread ends at the point of the dart are eli-
minated when the single thread principle is
emploved. Unthread needie and with thread
leading through the throat plate from bobbin,
rethread needle from back to freant, Tie
bobhin and upper threads iogether. Draw
knot through all threading points inciuding
take-up lever eveiel and tlension, winding
enough on the spoel to complete stitching
the full length of the dart. Take any slack out
of the thread by furning the spool. Lower

resser foot and stitch from point of dart to-
ward edge of garment section and backstitch
to reinforce.

This method is also ideal for inside darts in
sheer fabrics.

Darts in interfacing

Non-woven interfacings can be shaped with-
out bulk with zig-zag stitching.
