New features and changes to Camera

[Pro video] mode
The [Pro video] mode has been newly added. In the [Pro video] mode, you can record videos by selecting a shooting
mode from among P (Program auto), S (Shutter speed priority), and M (Manual exposure).
The interface switches automatically, so you can use the camera both vertically and horizontally.
For details, refer to the appropriate topic listed under “Related Topic”.

Hint
The [Pro] mode has been changed to the [Pro photo] mode since the [Pro video] mode was newly added.

Improvement of the method of zooming in/out
Zooming in/out operations have been improved in the [Photo], [Video], and [Live streaming] modes.
To zoom in or out on an image, tap one of the angle buttons to switch the angle of view and, without releasing your finger,
slide the angle button to the left and right (in the portrait orientation) or up and down (in the landscape orientation).

Return to the previous screen.1.

Drag to move the window.
Double-tap to maximize the window. Double-tap again to return to the previous window size.

2.

Tap to minimize the window.
The pop-up window will disappear but is not closed.
To redisplay the pop-up window, tap  (Overview button) in the navigation bar, swipe left or right to find the app, and
then tap it.

Tap to display the app in the full-screen mode.
The pop-up window mode will close, and the app will be displayed in the full-screen mode.

Tap to close the window.5.
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Change to the icon for taking a photo when recording a video in the [Video] mode
To take a photo when recording a video in the [Video] mode, tap  (Snapshot button).

Broadcasting (Audio sharing) (Bluetooth LE Audio)

You can now use the broadcast function from the Settings menu or the Quick settings panel.
“Broadcast” is now shown as “Audio sharing”. However, just like before, you can broadcast audio content and enjoy
sharing it with two or more people or listen to someone else’s broadcasted content from your headphones. Before
starting Audio sharing or reception of shared audio, pair your device with the set of headphones supporting LE Audio that
you will operate from your device.

Sharing audio from your device

Hint

You can also share audio from the Quick settings panel. Tap  (Bluetooth) in the Quick settings panel and tap [Share audio]. Tap
the [Share audio] switch to enable the function.

You can also stop audio sharing from a notification. Drag down the status bar and tap [Stop sharing] in the notification panel for

Viewing SIM information
You can view information about the mobile network, your phone number, IMEI, and/or EID. Find and tap [Settings] >
[Network & internet] > [SIMs] and select a SIM.

The name of the Headphones Connect app has been changed to “Sony | Sound Connect”.

Find and tap [Settings] > [Device connection] > [Connection preferences] > [Audio sharing].1.

Tap the [Share audio] switch to enable the function.
Audio sharing will start, and you can listen to the audio with the headphones paired with your device. To stop audio
sharing, tap the [Share audio] switch to disable the function.

Hint
You can edit the SIM name and color by tapping  (Edit icon).

To switch the data SIM automatically (Auto data SIM switching)
You can set to switch to the other SIM automatically when one SIM is out of its service area or the data transmission
speed of the SIM has become slow.

To enable the [Smart Forwarding] function
You can forward calls to the other SIM if one SIM becomes unreachable.

[Switch data SIM when out of service area]: Switches to the other SIM automatically when one SIM is out of its
service area.

[Switch data SIM when transmission speed becomes slow]: Switches to the other SIM automatically when data
transmission speed has become slow. When you use the [Switch data SIM when transmission speed becomes
slow] mode, set the download or upload speed threshold for switching the data SIM.

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Note
The [Smart Forwarding] function may not be available depending on the combination of network operators that provided the SIMs.

The [Smart Forwarding] function is not available when the [Always forward] function is enabled in the Phone app.

Hint
If you set one SIM for calling and the other SIM for data communications, you may not be able to access the internet while talking
on the phone. In this case, turn on the [Switch mobile data automatically] switch of the SIM for calling. You will now be able to
perform data communications even during calls.

If the [Smart Forwarding] function does not work after you enable it, check that you have entered the phone numbers correctly for
each SIM. In some cases, the numbers are detected automatically during setup. Otherwise, you are prompted to enter them
manually.

When the device is fully charged, disconnect the cable from your device by pulling it straight outwards.

Make sure not to bend the connector.

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Charging your device with a wireless charger

You can purchase a Qi-certified wireless charger to charge your device wirelessly.
If you use your device while charging, the charging speed may become slower or even stop to protect the battery. The
use of some apps while charging may disable charging or affect the charging function. For example, using the camera
during wireless charging may cause static noise on the image.
Be sure to remove any screen or phone covers when using the wireless charging function.
Note the following:

Do not put any metal parts between the device and the charger, due to risk of heat injury.
Do not put any credit cards on the charger, since they may get demagnetized or broken.

Note
If your device is incorrectly placed on the wireless charger, charging time will increase significantly.

To wirelessly charge another device from the battery of your device (Battery share
function)

Place your device on the wireless charger according to the charger’s instructions.

The wireless charging coil on the backside of your device must be in contact with the charger for charging to work.
When charging begins, the charging battery icon is displayed in the status bar.

Once your device is fully charged, remove it from the wireless charger.2

A symbol that indicates where to place the other device on the back of your device appears.

NFC (Near Field Communication)

NFC is a wireless technology with a maximum range of 1 cm (13/32 inches), so the devices sharing data must be held
close to each other.
The NFC detection area is located on the back of the device. Hold your device close to another device or an NFC reader
so that the N-Marks touch.
