6 AUTOMATIC FUNCTIONS

Clock Setting

When the microwave oven is electrified, the screen will 
display “0:00” and the buzzer will ring once.

1.	 Press Clock/Kitchen Timer once to select clock 
function. The hour figures will flash.

2.	 Turn  to adjust the hour figures. The input time 
should be within 0 and 23.

3.	 Press Clock/Kitchen Timer. The minute figures will flash.

4.	 Turn  to adjust the minute figures, the input time 
should be within 0 and 59.

5.	 Press Clock/Kitchen Timer to finish clock setting.  
“:” will flash, and the time will light.

NOTE:

•	� If the clock is not set, it would not function when 
powered.

•	� During the process of clock setting, if you press  
Stop/Clear, the oven will go back to the previous 
status automatically.

Microwave Cooking

Press Microwave and the screen will display “P100”. Press 
Microwave for times or turn  to choose the power you 
want, and “P100”, “P80” “P50”, “P30” or “P10” will display 
after each additional press. Then press Start/+30Sec./
Confirm to confirm, and turn  to set cooking time from 
0:05 to 95:00. Press Start/+30Sec./Confirm again to 
start cooking.

UTENSILS

4.	 Do not exceed 1 minute cooking time.

Materials you can use in microwave oven

UTENSIL REMARKS

Browning dish Follow manufacturer’s instructions. The bottom of browning dish must be at 
least 3/16 inch (5mm) above the turntable. Incorrect usage may cause the 
turntable to break.

Dinnerware Microwave-safe only. Follow manufacturer’s instructions. Do not use cracked 
or chipped dishes.

Glass jars Always remove lid. Use only to heat food until just warm. Most glass jars are 
not heat resistant and may break.

Glassware Heat-resistant oven glassware only. Make sure there is no metallic trim. Do  
not use cracked or chipped dishes.

Oven cooking bags Follow manufacturer’s instructions. Do not close with metal tie. Make slits to 
allow steam to escape.

Paper plates and cups Use for short–term cooking/warming only. Do not leave oven unattended 
while cooking.

Paper towels Use to cover food for reheating and absorbing fat. Use with supervision for  
a short-term cooking only.

Parchment paper Use as a cover to prevent splattering or a wrap for steaming.

labeled “Microwave Safe”. Some plastic containers soften, as the food inside 
gets hot. “Boiling bags” and tightly closed plastic bags should be slit, pierced 
or vented as directed by package.

Plastic wrap Microwave-safe only. Use to cover food during cooking to retain moisture.  
Do not allow plastic wrap to touch food.

Thermometers Microwave-safe only (meat and candy thermometers).
Wax paper Use as a cover to prevent splattering and retain moisture.

Aluminum tray May cause arcing. Transfer food into microwave-safe dish.
Food carton with metal handle May cause arcing. Transfer food into microwave-safe dish.
Metal or metaltrimmed utensils Metal shields the food from microwave energy. Metal trim may cause arcing.
Metal twist ties May cause arcing and could cause a fire in the oven.
Paper bags May cause a fire in the oven.
Plastic foam Plastic foam may melt or contaminate the liquid inside when exposed to high 

temperature.

The appliance does not operate. • Power cord not plugged in tightly. • �Unplug, then plug in again after

fuse blows or circuit trips more 
than once, contact a qualified 
electrician.

• �Faulty wall power outlet. • �Test the outlet with other 
appliances.

Oven does not heat up. Door not closed properly. Close door firmly.

Interference with television 
reception.

Radio and television may be interfered with when the microwave oven is 
operating. This is normal and is similar to the interference of small electrical 
appliances such as kitchen mixers, vacuum cleaners and fans.

Oven light is dim. In low power microwave cooking modes, it is normal for the light to become 
dim.

Steam accumulating on the door, 
and hot air coming out of the 
vents.

During cooking, steam naturally comes out of food as moisture vaporises.  
Most will be released from the vents of the oven, and some may accumulate  
on cooler surfaces such as the door of the oven. This is completely normal.

anyone other than an Electrolux authorised repairer or ASC; 
  (iv) normal wear and tear;
  (v) power surges, electrical storm damage or incorrect power supply;
  (vi) incomplete or improper installation;
  (vii) incorrect, improper or inappropriate operation; 
  (viii) insect or vermin infestation;
  (ix)  failure to comply with any additional instructions supplied with

9.  Australia: For Appliances and services provided by Electrolux in 
Australia: Electrolux goods come with guarantees that cannot be 
excluded under the Australian Consumer Law. You are entitled to a 
replacement or refund for a major failure and for compensation for any 
other reasonably foreseeable loss or damage.
